DAY 1 - Friday, July 5, 2024

Flight to Deer Lake and Corner Brook, Newfoundland

Our Carefree Journey begins today at Pearson International Airport. Our Carefree
Journeys representative will meet you and assist with your check-in for your flight to
Deer Lake, on the beautiful west coast of Newfoundland. Upon arrival in Deer Lake, you
will meet your Carefree Journeys Tour Manager before we transfer to Corner Brook, our
home for the next two nights.

s DAY 2 - saturday, July 6, 2024

~ Touring Corner Brook and the Bay of
Islands

Today we see the highlights of Corner Brook.
We'll also drive along the Humber Arm to view
the Bay of Islands, the scenic communities of
Lark Harbour and York Harbour, Bottle Cove,
and the unspoiled beauty of Blow Me Down
Provincial Park.

Captain James Cook surveyed and charted the coasts of Newfoundland between 1764

and 1767. Among the vessels assigned to the Newfoundland squadron were the H.M.S

York and H.M.S Lark, after which the harbours, and later the communities, were named.
We return to Corner Brook with free time for you to explore on your own. (B)



DAY 3 - Sunday, July 7, 2024
Gros Morne National Park

. Our journey today takes us into Gros
Morne National Park, a UNESCO World
Heritage Site, which encompasses almost
/700 square miles in the Long Range
Mountains on Newfoundland’s western
coast. The park is home to some of the
province’s most beautiful scenery. Wildlife,
iIncluding moose, fox, snowshoe hare, woodland caribou, black bear, and beavers are
sometimes spotted in the park. Gros Morne has varied soll types and bedrock and a
wide range of elevations which is responsible for everything from tundra-like
vegetation to tuckamore, which is dense, compact, wind-shaped and stunted balsam
fir and spruce. While in Gros Morne we take a boat cruise on Bonne Bay and visit the
Lobster Cove Head Lighthouse. Tonight we stay at the Shallow Bay Motel in Cow
Head. (B, D)

DAY 4 - Monday, July 8, 2024

Gander, Newfoundland

Today we begin our eastward journey across the island. We visit the Newfoundland
Insectarium and Butterfly Garden. This world-class nature museum features
thousands of live and mounted insects from around the world and a greenhouse
garden where butterflies fly freely. Later we visit the North Atlantic Aviation Museum
before checking into Sinbad’s Hotel in Gander where we stay for the next two nights.

Cruise to Bird Island Sanctuary, Cape
Spear & St. John’s, Newfoundland
Departing from Clarenville this morning,
we make our way to Bay Bulls where we
board the nature cruise that takes us to
the Witless Bay Ecological Reserve,
home to the largest Atlantic puffin colony
iIn North America. Other seabirds we
may see Include kittiwakes and murres.
Sometimes whales are also spotted In

these waters. Lunch is included before we depart for Cape Spear, the most easterly

point in North America. We continue into St. John’s where we spend the next two
nights at the Delta St. John’s. (B, L)



DAY 8 - Friday, July 12, 2024
Tour of St. John’s & Signal Hill

This morning we enjoy a city tour of St. John's, E= 4

one of the oldest cities in North America. We
drive up Signal Hill where we have a
magnificent view of the city of St. John’s and
its harbour. We will also visit the Rooms, a
cultural museum of exhibits showcasing the
story of the people of Newfoundland and
Labrador. Balance of the afternoon is free for

you to explore more of St. John’s on your own.

Insurance

Not Included in the Tour Cost

Legal Names/Copy of Passport
